MIN 3 VOI/NG-CDF/03/03/2021 RESUBMISSIONS

1. KMTC CHANGE OF ACTIVITY AND RESUBMISSION -FY 2014/2015

The FAM informed the members that he needed clarification on how KMTC was started. The chairman  explained to the members that the arrangement they had was to introduce a medical course at Coast Institute of Technology which they did and sought lecturers from Moi Hospital - Voi. The programme  was well received by the Boards of Moi hospital - Voi and Coast Institute of technology ; hence the proposal to have an administration block for Kshs. 3,000,000.00 and a dormitory for Kshs. 5,000,000.00 near the hospital was borne. 

The challenge came when the NG-CDF Board did not approve our Proposal FY 2014/15 to start a new medical college with the construction of a dormitory of Kshs. 5,000,000.00 and a an administration block of for Kshs.8,000,000.00. We acknowledge receipt of Kshs. 5,000,000.00 which was disbursed by the NG-CDF Board erroneously in 2015.

We would therefore, apply for a res-submission of these funds of Kshs. 8.0M of our proposal for FY 2014/15 for change of activity from a dormitory and administration block to construction to completion of 4  lecture halls with an ablution block of 7 door flush toilets( 2 for male, 4 for female, 1 for PLWDs), a urinal and 4- door public pit latrines of two separate blocks

RESOLUTION:1 That a change of activity is hereby approved from a dormitory and an administration block to  construction to completion of 4  lecture halls with an ablution block of 7 door flush toilets( 2 for male, 4 for female, 1 for PLWDs), a urinal and 4- door public pit latrines of two separate blocks

as proposed by Charity and seconded by Peter
2. MSHARINYI PRIMARY SCHOOL -FY 2019/2020

The Chairman informed the members that renovation for mud walled classrooms was as good as building new ones as there were no permanent walls to be renovated, neither is there a floor and the roof was also to be replaced and the classrooms were small measuring just 20 feet by 10 feet! 

The Public Works Officers proposed for construction of a new standard spscious classroom that could accommodate more students than renovating the existing ones. 

We acknowledge receipt of Kshs. 1.0M disbursement from the NG-CDF Board for this proposal of FY 2019/20 as earlier approved.

RESOLUTION:2 That a change of activity is hereby approved from renovation of two classrooms to Construction to completion of  a new classroom measuring 9 by 7meters with a four feet veranda at Msharinyi Primary School for the proposal of FY 2019/20 as proposed by Sophia and seconded by Musa

MIN 4 VOI/NG-CDF/03/03/2021 VOI PUBLIC LIBRARY

The chairman informed the members; that the road works with grading and compacting of the road around the after Library, parking area and the podium area requires funding. The access road to the library should be opened by grading from Voi law courts through the back of Voi prisons to KCB - Moi hospital Voi, other works includ plumbing, electrical works and reinforcing of windows which were not all in the Bills of quantity. The Fund account manager informed the members to move a motion to reallocate funds from Emergency Vote to cater completion works and in readiness for official opening.

RESOLUTION That a an mount of Kenya Shillings two million five hundred thousands should be set aside for road works and completion of the Voi Public Library as proposed by Alfred and seconded by Sophia

MIN 5 VOI/NG-CDF/03/03/2021 CLOSING OF PMC ACCOUNTS

The chairman informed the members; that old accounts balances should be closed and especially those whose functions are now devolved which include; roads, water, health, agriculture, boreholes and any holding accounts such as sports and environment. All emergency should be transferred to project management committee account. The proceeds of the accounts of PMC should go back to the main account and declared with AIA to the Board at the end of the Financial Year as un-utilized funds. Members resolved to utilize the funds to good and accountable use as experience even AIA take years to be approved creating difficulties in operation and audit queries as proposed by Musa and seconded by Sophia.
