PART 1.0: INTRODUCTION

1.1. ABOUT CDF

The National Government Constituency Development Fund (N G-CDF) formerly Constituency
Development Fund (CDF) is fund established in 2003 through an Act of Parliament, the
Constituency Development Fund Act, 2003. The Act was later reviewed through enactment of
the CDF (Amendment) Act 2007, and repealed through CDF Act, 2013. The later was
subsequently succeeded by the current NG-CDF Act, 2015.The primary objective is to enhance
social economic development at the constituency level in order to reduce poverty by dedicating
a minimum of two and half percent (2.5%) of the National Government’s share of annual
revenue towards project identified at constituency level by the communities.

1.2ALLOCATION CRITERIA

The Fund’s allocation is equivalent to minimum of 2.5% percent of total government ordinary

revenue.

The fund is distributed equally in all the constituencies. However, the following statutory funding
ceilings must be observed:
