0.1 About NGCDF

The Constituencies Development Fund (CDF) was established under the Constituencies Development Fund (CDF) Act, 2003, amended in 2007 and repealed by the CDF Act of 2013.In 2015, the CDF Act of 2013 was declared unconstitutional and a new Act was enacted in 2015, being the National Government Constituencies Development Fund Act, NG-CDF Act, 2015. The National Government Constituencies Development Fund (NG-CDF) is under the ministry of Devolution and Planning. The objective of the fund is to provide mechanisms for supplementing implementation of the National Government Development Agenda at the Constituency level.

0.2 About Ruiru Constituency
Ruiru constituency was curved from the former Juja Constituency.

It has eight wards namely:- Biashara, Gatongora, Wendani, Sukari, Mwiki, Gitothua, Kiu, Mwihoko Wards.

The constituency borders Juja to the North East,  Githunguri on the East side, Kiambu Town constituency on southern side, Roysambu to the west and Kasarani to the north.
Being an urban constituency, the main economic activities of the constituents are Banking, Construction, Commercial farming, and subsistence in the more rural parts of the constituency.

The constituency has a population of persons as per the 2009 census is 215,940 persons.
