Background About CDF

The National Constituencies Development Fund (NG-CDF) was established under the CDF Act 2003.The primary objective was to address poverty Alleviation by dedicating at least 2.5% of annual Government Revenue for development purpose at the grassroots Level.

The Constituencies Development Fund (Amendment) Act of 2007 introduced key changes to the management of the fund. Key highlights of the 2007 amendment include replacement of one of the top management structure i.e the National Management Committee with the CDF Board, and the transformation of the management from committee under the ministry of finance to state Corporation under the ministry of state for Planning, National Development and vision 2030.The CDF Act 2003 was then repealed in 2013 to realign it to the constitution that had been promulgated in 2010.The high court declared the CDF Act 2013 unconstitutional in 2014.The NG-CDF Act 2015 was enacted in December 2015 and NG-CDF Regulations 2016, enacted in March 2016.

In distributing the funds to the constituencies 5% is allocated to the NG-CDF Board and 5% of the balance is allocated for emergency cases in the constituencies and the balance is divided equally among the 290 constituencies in the country. Any funds collected through appropriation in aid (AIA) in the current or past financial years but held in the account of the constituency is approved to be part of the funds available for projects allocation for the current F/Y.

· The FAM informed the meeting that the Constitution of Kenya 2010 clause 10, section (2) sub-section (a) stipulates that the national values and principles of governance include:-

a) Patriotism, national unity, sharing and devolution of power, the rule of law, democracy and participation of the people. Further chapter 201 stipulates the following principles for public finance that shall guide all aspects of public finance in the Republic. 

(a) there shall be openness and accountability, including public participation in financial matters  

 Also section 27 sub section (1) of the NG-CDF Act requires that the chairperson of the constituency committee shall within the first year of the commencement of a new parliament and at least once every two years thereafter convene open forum public meetings in every ward in the constituency to deliberate on development matters in the ward and in the constituency.
