The National Government Constituencies Development Fund (NG CDF) was established by an Act of Parliament. Under Section 4 of the Constituencies Development Fund Act 2013, which was amended in 2015. NG CDF Board was established to administer a National Fund consisting of moneys of an amount of not less than 2.5% of all the National Government Ordinary Revenue collected in every Financial Year and any moneys accruing to or received by the Board from any other Donors. The fund is managed by NG CDF Board and the Constituency Committees.

NG CDF Board performs the following functions as mandated by the Act:-

i) Ensure timely and efficient disbursement of funds to every Constituency.
