Min. 01/5/1/2021: Prayer and Opening Remarks from the Chairman.

The meeting began at 1.30 p.m. with a word of prayer from Lennox Wilfred. The chairman welcomed all members to the meeting. 
Min. 02/5/1/2021: Confirmation of Previous Minutes.

The secretary read out the minutes of the previous meeting and the minutes were confirmed to be the true record of affairs of the preceding meeting by Mrs.Dorice Majuma and seconded by Jane Ngoli. 
The matters arising: The fund account manager informed the members that the documents for reallocation had not been sent to head office, it was noted that it’s urgent for them to be sent. 
Min. 03/5/1/2021: NGCDF Suna East Bank Account
The chairman informed the members that there was unidentified debit in the main account worth Ksh. 4,019,994 in Cooperative Bank Migori Branch and there was no approval by the signatories. The Fund manager informed members that the funds were transacted 30th November 2020 being dates before she was handed over the station, however this was identified through bank reconciliation prepared in 21st December 2020, after the in charge officer was back to office from sick leave. After lengthy discussion the member approved that the Account be transferred to another bank. This was made after even going through the letter written by the District account concerning the bank charges of Ksh. 1,436,138.07 which are high cost expense to the constituency. The members harmoniously approve to have the bank account change to Kenya Commercial Bank (KCB) Migori Branch. It was noted that even PMC accounts shall not farther be open in cooperative Bank Migori branch. 
Min.04/5/1/2021: Rabuor Taya Primary School & Migori Boy Sec 

Rabuor Taya Primary school in Fy 18/19 was allocated Ksh. 16,000,000 for construction of 2 floor storey building made up of 12 classrooms and 14 door ablution block  with urinal instead of 8 classrooms as earlier proposal indicated which was a typo error. The Ksh. 16M activities are: Walling at Ground floor,1st Floor, 2nd floor, slabbing of 2nd floor, column for 1st & 2nd floor  Ring beams, roofing, Ramp and Ramp  cover & balustrading and Floor finishings.  The Additional fund for FY 2019/20 of Ksh. 4M are for completion of the 2 floor storey building of 12 classrooms:  fixing of windows and doors, Plumbing works, plastering , painting and Electrical works. The NGCDFC members requests that the NGCDF Board to approve the request because the project is being rained on, making the cost complete. 
Farther the committee also discussed about Migori Boys secondary school project: construction of multi-purpose Hall which has been constructed to slab and columns with lental without walling. As per public works officer valuation report, the project integrity is that the project is in good condition for continuity. The proposed activity for Ksh. 4M of FY 2019/20 is for: Roofing with iron bars. 
Min.05/5/1/2021: Bursary Payment

The committee through the chairman discussed about the released of the bursary vetted in December 2020 and noted that the cheques issuing to students is ongoing, there were some students omitted in the list. The committee went through the list and approved the 25 students to have their funds processed for payment Ksh. 335,000.
