SPEECH FROM FUND MANAGER ON PROJECT PROPOSALS COLLECTION: The Fund Manager
M. Alex Lwamba started by informing the members that according to the CDF act section 27
subsection A states that after two years the chairperson with the committee shall go around to
collect views of the public or at the beginning of the parliamentary session. He informed the
participants that this exercise happens after every two years. He clearly stated the projects that
are funded by the NG-CDF and ones that are not funded and also the ones that are conditionally
funded. He told the participants that only projects falling under national government will be
eligible for Funding. He said that the major sector being funded are Education and Security. But
under conditional funding roads and water projects in schools can be considered.
