1.0
INTRODUCTION 

Public participation is one of the key pillars of the Constitution of Kenya 2010. Article 1(2) of the constitution of Kenya states that all sovereign power belongs to the people of KENYA. After having elected their representative people ought to directly exercise their sovereignty by being involved in democracy and governance at the national and county level of government

The National Government Constituencies Development Act 2015 stipulates in section 27 (1) that the Chairperson of the Constituency Committee shall, within the first year of the commencement of a new Parliament and at least once every two years thereafter, convene open forum public meetings in every ward in the constituency to deliberate on development matters in the ward and in the constituency. 

Section 27 (2) further goes to state that the Constituency Committee, thereafter, deliberates on project proposals from all the wards in the constituency and any other projects which the Constituency Committee considers beneficial to the constituency, including joint projects with other constituencies, consider the national development plans and policies and the constituency strategic development plan, and identify a list of priority projects, both immediate and long term, out of which the list of projects to be submitted in accordance with the Act shall be drawn from. 

Public participation is having an open, accountable and structured process where citizens or people or segment of a community can interact, exchange views and influence decision making. It is critical that all stakeholders are involved in the development of projects and not just direct beneficiaries of an initiative. 

Seme NG CDF committee in compliance with the law gave out notices and followed by having public participation forums in all the four wards in the constituency as from 25 – 26 January 2018.
1.1
About NGCDF

The National Government Constituencies Development Fund (NG-CDF) was established by the Constituencies Development Fund Act, 2003, which was later repealed and replaced with the National Government Constituencies Development Fund Act, 2015.The primary objective of the Fund is to reduce poverty by dedicating a minimum of 2.5% of the national government ordinary revenue to all constituencies in Kenya to promote infrastructural development and socio-economic growth.

About Seme Constituency

Seme Constituency is one of the 7 Sub-Counties within Kisumu County. The constituency borders Kisumu west to the East, Rarieda Sub-county to the west and Lake Victoria to the South. It covers a total of 360.8km2 it also Comprise of 4 electoral Wards namely: North Seme, East Seme, Central Seme and West Seme. Administratively the Sub-county is divided into six locations and 29 administrative sub-locations.

The main economic activities of the constituents is fishing and farming. The constituency has a population of 98,805 persons as per 2009 census.

1.4
Seme Project Implementation Status

Since the start of the 11th Parliament in 2013/14 financial year, Seme NGCDF has implemented over 282 projects, of these only 5 projects in the health sector can classified as stalled due to operationalization of NGCDF act 2015 that limits funding to projects falling under the National Government. 

Education Sector has accounted for nearly 90% (excluding bursary) of the projects funded since 2013. This has been occasioned with the objective of raising the enrolment numbers, retention and high performance in our education sector.
