MIN. NG-CDFC: 015/01/2018 – LIABILITIES
The members were informed of pending liability bills as follows:-
1) COURT CASE – BENEDICT WECHULI Vs NAVAKHOLO NG CDF 
The former employee sued the office and the case was taken to the Kisumu Employment & labour Court case No. 167 of 2017. We engaged the service of a lawyer – Eric Ojuro and Co ltd who has given a professional Bill of Ksh. 358,000. This is a very expensive bill and hence the need to visit the company and discuss over it. 

The lawyer tried to have the case removed from court based on the arbitration clause of the NG CDF Act but the charge maintained that the case proceeds. The next day in court was fixed for April, 2018.
2) KRA TAX PENALTIES - KSH. 316, 682
The KRA has penalized the office a total of Ksh. 316, 682 being charges for delayed payments and remittance of the income tax from the month of April, 2014 to January, 2017. Efforts to have the tax officer review the erroneous calculations have not been fruitful yet. There is need to still make a follow up.
