MIN 2/25/02/2021: READING OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
The secretary took the members through the minutes of the last meeting. The minutes were proposed as the true records of the deliberations by Kevin Kiptanui and seconded by Eunice Gema.
MIN 3/25/02/2021: MATTERS ARISING 
· Funds were disbursed to respective PMCs
· Bursaries were prepared and given to beneficiaries.

MIN 4/25/02/2021: BURSARY 2020/2021 (FEBRUARY LIST)
The FAM tabled the list of bursaries for the needy students for the month of February 2021. She indicated that majority of the students have been recommended by the Principals of the local secondary schools, who happen to have interacted with the students at a personal level hence establishing the level of need. Others include students who visit our offices after being sent home and denied to sit for their exams for huge balances. 

Some of the college students were at some point sponsored by our offices while they were in high school and due to school fees, they hadn’t reported to respective colleges after being admitted in those colleges. The NG-CDFC appreciated the support the office is giving to the needy students and urged the bursary committee to keep the spirit. The following budget was approved for final preparation of cheques.

MIN 5/25/02/2021: REALLOCATION OF FUNDS

The NG-CDF Chairman presented a consideration for reallocation of funds for the Roysambu Primary School which was considered in the FY 2019-2020 but the scope of works changed requiring more funds. The initial activity was Construction of 2NO. Ground floor Classrooms in a 3-storey building of 8NO. Classrooms with a strong foundation to support 3 NO. Floors with staircase and a slab roof: Superstructure walling, fixing of doors and windows, electrical and mechanical works terrazzo flooring plastering and painting (Phase I). However, the Schools Board of Management requested 2NO. more classrooms which would would help too in managing the ever growing schools population due to the continued schools sterling performance. The NG-CDFC appreciated the concerns and agreed to fund the project from Bursary 2019-2020 which was not fully utilized due to COVID-19 pandemic where majority of the beneficiaries resolved to meet the cost of their education to enable them attend online lessons. The FAM confirmed availability of funds and thus Kshs. 4,304,064 was reallocated to Construction of 4NO. Ground floor Classrooms in a 3-storey building of 16NO. Classrooms with a strong foundation to support 3 NO. Floors with staircase and a slab roof: Superstructure walling, fixing of doors and windows, electrical and mechanical works terrazzo flooring plastering and painting (Phase I).
